Convinced of the necessity of promoting and intensifying cooperation, exchanging
information, irnproving research and educational programmes, and exchanging
professors, researchers and students and, wishing to promote continuous scientific and
cultural cooperation, the Parties have agreed as fbllows:



Article I

MAIN PROVISONS

1.1 . The aim of this cooperation Agreement between Khmelnitsky National University

and the Kielce University of Technology is to cooperate on scientific and educational

programmes, enhance the scientific and educational level of the two Institutions, and

promote and intensify friendly relations between these Institutions.

1.2. The main areas of cooperation are:

a) Research and scientific analysis; participation in joint research projects in the

following fields:
- architecture and town Planning
- automation
- civil engineering
- economics and management
- electrical engineering and telecommunication
- photonics
- computer science
- information technologY
- environmental engineering
- mechatronics
- mechanics and machine building
- transport

b) Organization of scientific conferences;

c) Joint scientific publications in reviewed journals and international conference

proceedings;
d) Cooperation on the development of academic staff;

e) Joint research, scientific and educational ventures;

0 Staff exchange programmes;
g) Exchang. progrummes for students attending course modules and work

placements.

Article 2

FORMS AND METHODS OF COOPERATION

2.l.EachParty shall honour the copyright and related rights given to natural and legal

persons of the other Party, and their legal successors, and guarantee the protection of
ih.r. rights according to the international standards of protection for copyright and

related rights.



Article 3

EXECUTION OF THE AGREEMENT

3.1. This Agreement governs the general relations between the Parties. Detailed terms
and conditions of this Agreement shall be established in the form of programme
agreements" which shall determine the rules and goals of the exchange of professors.
researchers and students between different departments within the relevant projects.

3.2. Each Party shall independently procure financial resources required for the
execution of this Agreement. Each Party shall dedicate funds exclusively within the
limits corresponding to the resources at the disposal of the other party.

3.3. Each time payments resulting from this Agreement (not specified in this
Agreement) are settled. the Parties shall sign an additional agreement.

3.4. Staff exchange (excluding scientific training courses) shall be organized, in
accordance with the following provisions:
- the Sending Party shall cover the travelling costs,
- the Receiving Party shall cover the costs of accommodation and daily allowances.

3.5. Details of the conditions of the participation in student internship programmes
shall be specified each tirne in the form of an annex to this Agreement.

Article 4

FINAL PROVISIONS

4.1. This Agreement shall be valid fbr a period of five years from the date of signature
by both Parties.

4.2. Any amendments or supplements to this Agreement in the tbrm of annexes shall
be agreed in writing by both Parties.
